Hello Sherry,

As your landscape professional I would like to bring an area of
concern to your attention.

Recently we have experienced the driest spring seasons in the
past 50 years. South Florida Water Management implemented
one day per week water restrictions for Charlotte County
(Seminole Lakes). Charlotte County Utilities has also
decreased the working water pressure to the minimum safe
operating pressure to conserve water. By decreasing the
water pressure they also decrease the irrigation coverage to
the landscape, this is a yearly event that we have documented
over the past several years.

Perhaps what concerns me more than the above mentioned
concerns is the number of residences that have simply turned
off their irrigation systems during the drought. We have
documented over 55 homes that have turned off their irrigation
clocks during the month of May. In addition to this another 40
homes have either had their clocks locked, set to run for
greatly reduced run times and or have asked that we not touch
their clocks. With this letter I am including May’s monthly
irrigation report for Seminole Lakes with those addresses listed
on the report.

Due to the above conditions and where the homeowners have
turned their irrigation clocks off, we are seeing large scale turf
loss at many of the residences in Seminole Lakes. We are
already receiving AVO’s requesting that Greenscapes replace
sod at no charge.

I am sure you can understand that Greenscapes accepts no
responsibility in replacing sod at no cost where, homeowners
have turned off their irrigation, or where drought has played a
role in turf loss. These are circumstances that are beyond our
control and can not be governed with landscape practices.
